Minutes

Present: David Bowen, Lee Holman, Hope McCabe, Bob Calawa, Rick Houghton, Jack Plumley, Judy Hamilton, Peg Poskus, Lianne Bedard,  and Mary Standard

I. Dave called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

II. Open Session: Judy requested permission to attend Planning Day.

David motioned to allow two members of the Comprehensive Planning Committee and two members of the Planning Board attend AVCOG Planning Day at the cost of $25.00 each. Hope second. All in favor=3.

Judy stated that the town hall light is not working. Dave will attempt to repair the light. 

Bob Calawa recommended working with Sumner concerning EMA plans and grants. Glen Holmes of Buckfield agreed to be a Deputy Ema Director for Sumner. Bob will attend a meeting on Friday Nov. 3rd 6pm at the Sumner Town Office to learn more. Bob will find out whether or not this would limit Hartford from receiving grant money. 

Vickie Brown suggested Morrill Nason as an alternate Planning Board member.  

David motioned to appoint Morrill Nason as Alternate Planning Board Member. Lee second. All in favor=3. Lee stated that if Morrill continued to assist applicants in the permit process for remuneration it may be a conflict of interest. 

Lee stated that Universal Waste Drop off Day is to be held on Nov. 16 noon-6pm at the Buckfield/Sumner Transfer Station.

III. Reports

1. Road Report

a.
Guardrails: Bob stated that guardrails are to be installed by Gorham Fence Co. before the end of the month.  David suggested having the road committee and selectmen work on a plan for road maintenance. Bob stated that a study of the roads must be done and issued to RSMS first. Selectmen reviewed road complaints.

2. CEO Report: Jack stated that the latest rainstorm dropped 7” of rain and caused many problems. Bryant Road has drainage problems. McSherry Lane has erosion problems. Darrington Rd. culvert has washed out. The new Town Farm Bridge area has erosion problems.  Jack would like to place an article in the newsletter stating that fines will be issued when building begins without CEO approval.

Jack would also like to see the town limit the size of political signs. 

David stated that Jack look into the Gurney Hill Estates subdivision covenants to see if they are being followed. Jack stated that IF&W will be in Hartford within two weeks to view the Darrington Road problems.

3. ACO Report: Rick stated that it has been a slow month. Everything is going well.

IV. New Business

1. Sand/Salt Shed update: Selectmen reviewed the contract, insurance etc. David stated that the footers have been poured and forms are set for the foundation. David questions whether or not the cmp pole will be in the way of the driveway since the building direction and driveway have been changed.

2. Tax Commitment 2006/07: David motioned to set the mil rate for 2006/07 at 13.70 per thousand dollars of valuation. Hope second. All in favor=3.

3. Food Bank Committee: It was suggested that the Selectmen appoint a committee to handle the food bank. Currently the food is being stored at the church. Morrill suggested expanding the town office to hold the food. 

4. Oxford Networks pole application: selectmen signed the application for poles to be installed on Thompson Lane.

5. CD Rates: David motioned to transfer $100,000.00 electronically into an 8 month CD with a 5.25% rate at Androscoggin Savings Bank. Lee second. All in favor=3.

6. Local Roads Center Grant: Bob will research details.

7. Requested Road Signs: A resident requested two signs on Bear Pond Road. Since this road is a State Route she will have to contact DOT.

V. Old Business

1. Town Hall ramp specs: David submitted specs for the ramp. Lee will research the ADA requirements before the bid is advertised.

2. Appointments/Waste/Ordinance/Ballot Clerk: David motioned to appoint Sharon McCarron as Ballot Clerk. Hope second. All in favor=3.

3. Transfer Station Reports: Lee is working on them.

4. David motioned to approve Selectmen minutes of 10/19/2006. Hope second. All in favor=3.

5. David motioned to approve Warrants 32, 33 & 34. Hope second. All in favor=3.

6. Selectmen reviewed correspondence
