Minutes and Reports from Previous Meetings:

Minutes of the Meeting of July 8, 2014 and Reports of Road Analysis Workshops of July 15, and 22, 2014 were not available for reading and approval at this time.

Report of July 17th Selectmen's meeting:

Harley entered into the record the attached recommendation to the Select Board dated 07/17/2014 [Attachment 1].  Since he failed to provide it to the Town Clerk by the required three-and-a-half-day lead time, i.e., Monday 10:00am prior to the stated meeting, the recommendation was tabled until the following Select Board meeting.  The text of the recommendation was as follows:


1. To commence work on the Town roadways as specified in the one year plan.


2. To begin by presenting this specified roadwork to the bid committee for action as a [one], package bid.

There was discussion regarding the authority to impose the Select Agenda Deadline, followed by an informal request to the Select Board for a public posting of the Town Administrative Policy that imposes this deadline.
